	A
	The letter “A” stands for “AMAZING” which is part of the name of the ministry. The church sees God to be “AMAZING” as He overwhelms His people with surprising transformations and sudden wonder of miracles. He simply has astonishing love.

The letter “A” also means first in order which indicates excellence and superiority in quality in the service of God.



	G


	The letter “G” stands for “GRACE” which is part of the name of the ministry. The church understands that blessings, salvation and righteousness are received only through the “GRACE” of God.
The word “GRACE” implies the love of the good, the true, and the beautiful. 

The perfectly rounded shape of the letter “G” tells us that the message must be brought “unto all the world”. Thus, a great call to witness in the fulfillment of the Global Mission. The gap reminds the church that it has to sincerely strive to reach the unreached.



	M


	The letter “M” stands for “MEDIA” which is part of the name of the ministry. “MEDIA”, any means of communication, as radio and television, newspapers, and magazines, that reach or influence people widely, bespeaks of the church’s great desire to utilize all decent means possible to communicate God’s message of hope to everyone.



	P


	The letter “P” stands for “PRODUCTIONS” which is part of the name of the ministry. “PRODUCTIONS” come from the verb “to produce” which means to bring into existence by intellectual or creative ability. To this the church adds the power of God. This assures the acts of producing to be always prolific.

	Cross 


	The cross tells that Jesus Christ must be the whole reason for the ministry as He died to save people from their sins. And to ascertain success, only to Him must the church’s focus be placed.

The cross directs the church to carry the burden of God to seek and save the lost.



	Mountains

	The mountains represent Mount Calvary where Jesus Christ was crucified. As a place for public execution, this reminds the church of the pain and shame Jesus had to go through to save humanity. His passion to save must be carried on through the church.

	The “BIBLE” as a collection of writings which God’s people has solemnly recognized as inspired, must be the basis of all productions. 


	Play Icon


	The biblically principled and Christ-centered productions must be “played” (proclaimed) everywhere in the world.  And once the church has made a commitment to serve God, there is no turning back, only marching onward and forward.


	Human Form

	The human form represents the whole person restored in the image of God through His grace, the power of the Holy Spirit and the saving relationship with Christ maintained by having a rigorous searching of the scriptures and fervent prayer. Sharing to people the message of God’s love must be the goal of each member of the church. 


	Colors

	Shades of Gold
	Gold, a precious yellow metallic element, highly malleable and ductile, and not subject to oxidation or corrosion, depicts the greatness, universality and timelessness of the truth and beauty of different achievements for God’s cause. 



	White Border
	The white border represents purity. The clear motive of earnest service to God must be instilled in every member; indeed, free from any selfish intention and manipulation.



	Yellow
	Yellow represents light which is the truth that must be proclaimed to the world for the enlightenment, conviction, and conversion of the multitudes.
